Notes for Applicants

1. The purpose of the fund is to encourage and assist with voluntary work that protects, enhances, explains or restores significant heritage values of the District.

2. The fund is open only to residents and ratepayers of the Hurunui District – individuals or groups – for work relating to either private or public land within the Hurunui district.

3. The fund is a contestable fund, in which there is $5,000.00.  That sum will be distributed among the successful applicants.  

4. Applications will be assessed by decision makers who are wholly independent of Council.  

5. The fund is not available:

a. For work that there is a legal obligation to do;

b. To compensate for work already done. It is intended to assist with the cost of future 
work;

c. For the entire cost of a project.  It will complement the applicant’s contributions;  or
d. To support projects driven primarily for financial gain

6. The application must be a signed original of this application form.  The form can be handwritten, or it can be downloaded from www.hurunui.govt.nz and typed. 

7. We encourage applicants to attach any supporting documents, such as plans, diagrams, maps, photos etc but please limit this to no more than 15 pages. NB A paper copy of photographs is preferred to Digital. Please do not submit originals as they will not be returned.
8. Applications without any supporting documents will still be considered, but applicants may be asked for more information.

9. The decision makers assessing the applications may request to see the sites.  No Council employees will accompany them onto private property without the prior approval of the landowner.

10. The Council hereby undertakes to all applicants that information concerning private property supplied in the application, or obtained when assessing or reviewing it, will be used by the Council for no purpose other than for assessing/reviewing the project, or for the publicity purposes referred to below.

11. By lodging the application, the applicant agrees that:

a. The amount received and the applicant’s name and photo may be publicised, and used for ongoing publicity purposes 

b. Recipients will submit a six monthly report of the project(s). This report should include a brief description of progress to date and/or milestones achieved for each project (where applicable), and (where necessary) any comments on issues that impact the ability to make progress or require a change in direction. The report should include copies of photographs.

c. A final report briefly describing the outcome at the conclusion of the project. The report should include copies photographs.

d. Recipients will grant access to an officer of the Council and/or a representative of the Hurunui News to photograph the site(s) for the purposes of publicity. No Council or Hurunui News employee will enter onto private property without the prior approval of the landowner.

12. Applications will be assessed in May and it is intended to distribute the funds at a function in June/July 2018.
13. The funds granted are to be spent by the successful applicant within two years of the grant. The recipient will be required to complete a signed “accountability form” when the funds have been spent, confirming that they have been spent in the way set out in the application and to grant access to an officer of the Council to confirm the work on which the funds were spent when the work is completed.

Assessment Criteria

· The degree to which the work protects, explains, enhances or restores significant heritage values of the District.  

· The historical significance to the District of the subject of the application.

· Where relevant, the degree of current risk to the heritage values being explained, restored or benefited.

· The long term benefits of the work funded, including how it will be maintained.

· The efficiency, economics and feasibility of the project.

· If part of a long term project, evidence of the applicant’s commitment to it.

· The likely educational or social outcomes.

· The degree of ongoing protection for the work funded.

· The degree to which the public will have access to, or benefit from, the project funded.
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
